Most of the harbour development would be visible from
this location as the viewpoint provides a wide
perspective round most of Nigg Bay. In the mid distance
on the right is Girdle Ness and the Lighthouse and on
the left, the residential area of Balnagask. The north
breakwater would be seen head on, with the South-east
Pier enclosing the bay in the middle of the view. The
south breakwater is just out of view to the right. Parts of
the West and North Quays would be visible to the left of
the view. The coastal cliffs on the north side of Greg
Ness would screen part of West Quay and the South-
east Pier would screen parts of North Quay.
