Notice is hereby given that Dumfries and Galloway Council, has applied to the Scottish
Ministers for marine licences under section 20 of the Marine (Scotland) Act 2010 to construct
and dredge for Marina upgrades and expansion works, which include: an additional 185 new
berths, associated maintenance and capital dredging, creation of new reclaimed land area
utilising dredge material, construction of a new breakwater as well as the extension of the
existing breakwater, new quay walls, public slipway upgrades, and floating marina facilities at
Stranraer Marina with a total area of approximately 108,088 m? (central latitude and longitude
co-ordinate: 54°54'27"N , 005°01'38"W. The proposed works are subject to an Environmental
Impact Assessment (“EIA”) under the above EIA Regulations.

MD.MarineLicensing@gov.scot or by post to Marine Directorate - Licensing Operations Team,
Scottish Government, 375 Victoria Road, Aberdeen, AB11 9DB, identifying the proposed
works and specifying grounds for the representation, not later than 12 July 2026. The
Scottish Ministers may however consider representations received after this date.
Representations should be dated and clearly state the name (in block capitals) and the email
or postal address of those making the representation.

Subsequent submission by Dumfries and Galloway Council of additional information (as
defined in the above EIA Regulations) to the Scottish Ministers will be publicised in a similar
manner to the current application including publication on the above websites.
Representations relative to additional information should be made on the same basis as
detailed above.

Having considered the application/s and the above legislation together with any
representations received the Scottish Ministers may:-

e grant a marine licence/s with or without conditions attached; or
o refuse the application/s.
